Math fact 

study should be part of your child’s nightly study/homework routine. All students meeting their grade level 

goal will be recognized during our end-of-year recognition ceremony. 

Take a look at the AR article included in this 

newsletter to find out how to receive e-mail updates each time your child takes a quiz. Students should be 

reading each night as part of their study/homework routine.

ACCELERATED READER  
 

What is Accelerated Reader ? 

Accelerated Reader is a computer software reading program used to help 
students f ind books that are challenging and yet not too difficult.  By taking a 
test after reading the book, parents and teachers can make sure the books the 

child is reading are being comprehended and follow their progress through the 
reading levels.  
 

Books that h ave been reviewed by the accelerated reading program will have 
book levels.  For example, òAmelia Bedeliaó has book level of 2.5, therefore, this 

is a book that a 2nd grade should be able to read and comprehend in the 
middle of the 2nd grade year.   
 

Please note that the book level your child is reading with you or independently 
may NOT match the reading level determined through testing done by your 

childõs teacher as they are grading with entirely different criteria.  As a parent, 
it can still be helpful i n discovering new authors and encouraging your child to 
challenge themselves when they read with you or independently.  

 
How do I find the book level ? 
If your child checks out a book from the school library with a red sticker on the 

side, the book level wil l be on a white sticker in the back of the book.  If you are 
looking through currently owned books, the public library or bookstores, I 

recommend using the following website to check the book level:  
 
www.arbookfind .com  - you can use the quick search by simply typing in the 

book title or author or you can do an advance search by entering criteria such 
as a book level range, a subject matter, fiction vs. non -fiction e tc.  For example, 
if you are looking for a book th at is on the 3rd grade book level and is about 

animals, you can enter ò3.0 - 3.9ó in the book level, òlower gradesó in the 
interest level and animals in the additional criteria - this search found 109 

books!  
 
You can also use an app called òLevel Finderó for $1.99 on the app store.  It is 

very user friendly and is a little easier to use on a smart phone than trying to 
view a website from your phone.  

 
How do I track my childõs progress? 
Each school has their own website that is used to track our students tes t 

scores.  Type in the following email address exactly as provided below:

At the òWelcome Pageó you will need to enter your childõs user name and 
password.  Your child may already know this or you can get it from your childõs 

teacher.  Most of the user names and passwords have been set up like the 
examples below:  

 
User Names:  
First letter of first name and first four lette rs of last name:  John Smith =  jsmit  

 
Password:  
New students for the 2011 -2012 school year password is their initials = js  

 
Students who were at Greathouse last school year usually have their birthdate 

as their password.  Example:  birthdate of January 1,  2003 = 010103.  It may 
also be 10103.  
 

Once you have entered the website, you can see the overall progress of your 
child.  This includes what percentage of questions your child is getting right on 

average, how many points your child has and what the avera ge book level your 
child is reading at.  If you click on the View My Bookshelf  you can find a list of 
all of the books your child has read this school year.  

 
At the top right hand corner of the home page, there is a link for Email Setup .  
You can add multi ple email addresses and will be sent alerts notifying you 

when your child has taken a test.  The email will provide you with the name of 
the book, what grade they got on the test and how many points they earned for 

this book.  
 
The goal is to be making an a verage of 85% on the test.  If your childõs average 

is below 85% then they may need to find books at a lower reading level or just 
slow down and make sure they are comprehending the subject matter.  
 

How does my child take the test ? 
The Accelerated Reading Lab is open Monday through Friday from 8:30 - 8:50 

in the computer lab.  There is a parent volunteer in the lab everyday that can 
help your child log in or find the test for the book they have read.  It is very 
helpful for the volunteer if the child has th e book title and author written down 

so that they can make sure they pick the right test.  There are many books 
with similar titles and we donõt want the child taking the wrong test. 

 
Your child may also have opportunities to test while in class.  Testing can NOT 
be done at home or from other locations.  

 
The Greathouse PTA runs the accelerated reading lab and we do offer small 
rewards for earning òpoints.ó  These prizes include coupons for donuts, ice 

cream and the coveted dress down day at school.
